9.7 Indexes

The indexes of names and places in this volume are carefully curated to include only those who

can be clearly identified and placed within the historical context, considering the medieval

period’s linguistic diversity and variable name spellings. This is particularly challenging for

Germans in Italian records, where names often appear significantly altered. Therefore, indi-

viduals with uncertain identities or heavily modified names are excluded to ensure the index’s

accuracy and reliability. This selective approach reflects the high scholarly standards of medieval

history studies, aiming to enhance the index’s clarity and utility for scholars and readers, and

to illuminate the complex relationships among historical figures.
